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Insurance
Public Liability
The City Council arranges public liability insurance which provides cover against legal liability arising from injury or loss by third parties.  Cover includes employees using bicycles in the course of their official duties.  Employees are reminded to observe the highway code and to act in a responsible manner.  Failure to do so may invalidate the insurance.

Personal Accident
A scale of benefits are in force for employees to a maximum of five times annual salary.  Cover includes death or serious injury arising whilst at work.  Benefits also apply for officers using bicycles for official duties or whilst travelling to or from work.

Insurance Claims
Claims must be reported in writing as soon as possible to Mike Stokes, Legal Services, telephone 9283 4029.  Accidents or claims involving death or serious injury must be reported immediately by telephone.

General
You are reminded of your duty to ensure that your bicycle is safe, legal and roadworthy at all times.

When leaving your bicycle, secure it with a good quality lock in a well lit public area, preferably secured to an immovable object, eg railing, lamp post, drain pipe, to reduce the risk of theft.

The risk of accident and consequent injury may be reduced by wearing appropriate safety equipment.  It is strongly recommended that cycle helmets and high visibility jackets are used at all times.  The cost of purchasing these can  be included in your bicycle loan.
