The EUR1 Movements Certificate form entitles originating UK or EU goods to lower import duties – usually zero in certain foreign countries. This gives exporters of EU products a competitive advantage in these markets.
EUR1 form, also known as a Movement Certificate, is similar to a certificate of origin which entitles goods which “originate” in the UK or EU to receive preferential import duty treatment when shipped to overseas markets which have preferential trade agreements with the EU. These markets are:

In completing the EUR1 form exporters or their authorised agents must make a statement that the goods ‘originate’ in accordance with certain rules of origin as detailed in HMRC Notice 828. You can find all relevant Customs Notices on the
