Nothing yet received from MT on bus initiatives for business

5     Members views on property sector – views expressed at last meeting are still relevant.  Situation can only get worse.  Government seem to have forgotten the savers and the impact the interest rate reductions are having on them

Portsmouth planning apps down 16% on numbers but majority are commercial and adverse affect on income – 37% down

Fareham down no precise figures

Havant applications down enforcement up.  Land charges fallen off radar.  Looking at moving staff between functions.

Costs for new checklists etc are becoming more of a deterrent to applications

Gosport reviewing what documents are required with applications with a view to reducing paperwork.

JH – could the planning authorities meet and agree what is required beforehand on designer access statements?  PA – now applications have calmed down should have the staff resource available to do this.

	Update on Fareham Development Issues

	
	Using Council owned land to help facilitate development.

Fareham Shopping Centre current redevelopment, involving redevelopment of the multi storey car park and adjoining shop units & expected to be complete and ready for fit out in March 09  Will accommodate Debenhams.

Also own land and building to north of centre e.g. library, Ferneham Hall and starting to look at complementary redevelopment scheme for this

Tesco food store on Foundry Site.  Application resolved and 106 Agreements being finalised.  Final consent expected to be issued by end of month but stumbling block is the transport requirements.  Hoping to be trading mid 2010.

Bus Rapid Transit system is a key transport initiative.  TfSH have put in a bid for funding the first phase (Gosport to Redlands Lane) due for completion 2011.  Later phases:- Interchange at Fareham Town Centre and link to North of Fareham Strategic Development Area.  
Other major site left in area is Solent 2.  Ownership split between Arlington and Business Homes and Allied Developments

North of Fareham Strategic Dev Area 10,000 houses 121,000 sq meters floor space for completion post 2016.  Working with owners on progressing a Masterplan and PUSH to commission consultancy study on mix of employment use.  Will be subject of an Area Action Plan

In medium term HMS Daedalus site will come forward.  Operational airfield is focused on blue light operations for emergency services but SEEDA own all land around and have just launched their Visionary Framework setting our their development ideas .  Fareham interest is in redevelopment of the hangars for aircraft related business use 10,000 sq mtrs

	Update on Havant Development Issues

	
	Tesco has gone completely silent.  Were due to talk about changes to the scheme but meeting cancelled and not sure what is going to go ahead.

LDF draft Local Dev scheme has been submitted to GOSE still awaiting comments.  Have gone down strategic site route and identified 9 sites.  In respect of housing sites looking at those of 250+ dwellings.

Also other sites such as Havant Thicket Reservoir site.

Were looking to consult on Core Strategy in May but will be delayed until mid June due to elections.

Havant Depot site permission was finally granted Dec 07 but nothing happening at the moment.

	Very poorly put together document.  Reliant on private sector coming forward to solve problems.

Huge gap in adaptation of transport systems to climate change issue e.g. flooding.

Document appears to have been written by 4 or 5 different people so no main driver.  Do not appear to understand the role of the planner!

No inclusion of shipping and aviation. M27 is not in as a strategic route

MF will review in details and send draft response to committee for comment – deadline for responses 6 February

	Update on Planning Applications & Briefs

	
	General - Core Strategy consultation now complete preparing for submission to public examination.  Evidence base is required to be more robust than originally thought and a number of pieces of work currently taking place.  Need for a strategic look at the western corridor to accommodate the major developments proposed for PFC, Tipner, Port Solent.

Submission date put back to March 2010

A Masterplan is being prepared for The Hard area as a gateway and public transport interchange.

Funding of junction has been proposed to be brought forward to 2010/11 from 2016 good news!  Likely joint application from three landholders in autumn 09

City Centre North/Northern Quarter
A casualty of current climate.  Centros still want to proceed but with scaled down scheme.  Discussions going on at moment and to committee in February.  Likely need new planning application.  Opening date will certainly be put back.  CPO challenges have been dismissed.  Reserved matters challenge still outstanding but confident of it being dismissed as well.

Need to decide whether the environmental improvements still go ahead
Station Square/Zurich building

Application going to committee today for a hotel on the site.  24 storey (not the Zurich building which is also subject of hotel interest)

Portsmouth Football Club

Clearly City Council still have aspiration for new stadium.  The Club and sellars (dev partner) are looking at access issues and connectivity to rest of city. Also looking huge amount of retail 30,000 sq metres.  Also want to build a large superstore on Fratton park land and need capital receipt from this to fund the new planning dev.  Also includes 10,000 seater indoor arena.

Various land deals to be done, retail impact study -  timescales being quoted appear way out.

Somerstown

Nothing to report on planning.  Public consultation on action plan has been delayed.  Investigating possible PFI bids

IBM East

Discussion re major employment use of this building.  Anticipating application early in new year for 1m sq ft
