Presentation on Havant Local Development Framework
 Andrew Biltcliffe, Planning Policy Team Leader presented details on the Havant Core Strategy and highlighted various themes and development area.  Questions were then invited

JS – are there any plans to build on areas that have been flooded on Hayling Island AB – avoid building on any flood areas, there will be investment to project any flood areas in the future.

MA – Southsea seafront strategy to start after the summer holidays.

BJ – Pyramids should be re-developed MS- suggestions have been Hotel and Conference centre but thinks not the right place for this as not near a railway station, Tipnor could work if park and ride was put in place.
6     Implications of Road and Rail works end 2009 

Both the rail link into Southampton and J5 M27 will; be having major works at the same time over Christmas New Year 2009/10.  This could affect Portsmouth businesses in respect of staff travel and meetings but will also benefit Portsmouth as a shopping destination if Southampton perceived to be difficult to access.

Not well thought through that these major works co-incide

7      Update on North of Fareham Strategic Development Area
MF & Mark Goldrup (Marriott Meon Valley) attended the consultation event last week.  This development scheduled to have 10,000 homes and approx 23,000 people.  Ambition to have 60% self containment re jobs which is felt very ambitious.

Major issues stem around access with J10 M27 a limited junction.

Site will contain mix of uses and probably a core area with 3 or 4 satellites that could be based around themes.

Tipner – expecting application for the road junction in Sept/Oct.  Western Corridor transport study also being commissioned.

City Centre – Development agreement with Centros not cancelled but significant delays to the scheme.  The Chamber has written to PCC and Mike Hancock MP with a range of ideas for short term measures to halt decay.  Bgt £250k has been allocated by PCC

Station Square/Zurich Building – Planning granted for a hotel work did commence but now seems to have stalled and no signs of work being done on the other building.  
Pyramids – PCC marketing as a leisure attraction to potential operators.  Ruled out as a housing site 

The Hard -  Supplementary Planning document being prepared.  Due for consultation in  the autumn

IBM East/Lakeside – Planning still to be determined hope to go to committee in August

Update from Gosport - CP  The progress on the Daedalus site is still uncertain.  Masterplan being put together for consultation
