South Hampshire Local Transport Plan 3

Presentation by Pam Turton PCC and Geoff Hobbs Hampshire County Council.  Starting with stakeholder consultation before the plans start to be written.  Copy of PowerPoint circulated with minutes.

Funding now to be allocated by the region not the DfT.  SE Plan is currently setting the growth Agenda this may change after the General Election.  Plan to start 2011 to 2031 to align with other policies.

All LA’s are producing own LTP3 but the Transport for South Hampshire Strategy will be included in all.  Need to know our views on key transport issues HCC consultation closes 31 Dec and Portsmouth (not yet out) will close 5 Feb 09.

We will respond to Hampshire as Hampshire Chambers but locally to Portsmouth.

Funding expected to be cut by up to 50% in the short term but will hopefully improve over the life of the Plan.

Full consultation expected May – Aug 2010

RD – why 3 separate plans at all – GH recognise this is a weakness and due to change of personnel timings haven’t correlated however next stage of consultation will be co-ordinated

Responding to the questions it was agreed difficult to rate the 5 goals as all equally important

BJ Challenges – need to expand on this e.g. changing behaviours or reducing trips? Spreading the rush hour – has anyone approached retail centres to stagger opening and closing hours?

If you cure congestion in an area people will revert to car travel Segensworth roundabout being an example of this
RD are there any major schemes being funded?  No definite plans released.  Possibles might include Chickenhall Link Road and Eastleigh Riverside but haven’t convinced govt that these are deliverable as yet.  J5 M27 improvements have started.  DaSTS study may pick up further schemes.

BJ how do list of small capital projects listed on the Hampshire website fit into this process?  Schemes not finished by Mar 2011 will be carried forward to new implementation plan along with any new initiatives

BJ How are speed limits applied?  Rule book dictates on number of houses fronting the road, lamp-posts etc but the new Village 30 scheme has thrown this strategy out in some places.  Road Safety team make the decision.

Members agreed responses to Q3 of the consultation on the importance of various issues 
Q8
South Hampshire Area Key Priorities agreed were:
Enabling the Rail network – need to address parking at stations with multi story or bus link from parking area to stations or from stations to key sites e.g. Whiteley

Park & Ride vital

Journey time reliability is a big issue for business – need to plan. Better information on motorway about jams ahead – local not Kent!

Presentation from  Keith Oliver on Supplementary Planning  Document

Consultation on this, Seafront and Palmerston Road during Jan/Feb

Important Gateway for the City but remit changed from originally mainly serving the dockyard.

Bad layout for pick up and drop off for the Harbour station.  Derelict sites including Brunel House.  Waterfront not welcoming no seats etc.

Identified 8 sites where there are opportunities to do something.  Railway Arches, Brunel House, bus interchange, garages, Pall Europe, dockyard buildings.  Possible one way bus system

Tipner -  Application in yesterday for the additional junction.   Government have indicated support will be available.  Hope to have a decision in March.  Also looking at concept statements for Tipner/Port Solent/Horsea Island.

City Centre -  Centros met with Councillors to show 5 or 6 options last month.  Still on back burner

C
Station Square /Zurich Building - Planning permission granted to convert to hotel with outline permission for offices.  Legal agreement still not signed.

D
Pyramids - Leased out for 25 years.  Hopefully being signed shortly with new operators going in to refurbish in January and reopen in summer

E
IBM East - Went to committee last week.  Outline permission granted subject to legal agreements.

Update on Gosport

Consultation now closed on Gosport Core Strategy.  Progressing Masterplan for Waterfront area in the New Year.  Still working with SEEDA on a Masterplan for the HMS Daedalus site.

Haslar site has now been sold and a Masterplan will follow including community care/veterans centre plus some business and housing.
