
What is e-Cert?

e-Cert is an online service delivered by the British Chambers of Commerce network allowing export companies to apply electronically for EC and Arab Certificates of Origin, as well as  EUR1 and A.TR movement certificates. Since the launch of e-Cert in 1999 it has been continually developed, expanded and improved. e-Cert allows exporters to setup their own account instantly, and a series of tutorials and field help are available throughout the site to guide new users through setting up their account, completing documents and submitting them to the Chamber.

The benefits of e-Cert

· Not only can exporters apply online, but with e-Cert eXpress, documents can be checked, approved, stamped by UK Chambers of Commerce and returned to the exporter electronically

· Any inaccuracies can be remedied quickly without having to be sent backwards and forwards in the post

· The system saves hours, and even days, for time-pressed export comapanies and has been warmly welcomed across the UK

Three compelling reasons for exporters to use e-Cert eXpress
Speed – By forwarding your export documents to the Chamber electronically, you can have them checked, certified and returned to you for printing within minutes. That means you can save time and money, and move your goods further.

How to access e-Cert eXpress
1. Contact our Chamber and will give you all necessary information to register with the e-Cert website (http://www.e-cert.org.uk)
2. Log on to the e-Cert web site from your PC and complete your application online, and allocate a CofO, EUR1 or A.TR number from the original form.
3. Submit your application form to our Chamber 

4. A member of the Chamber's export documentation team checks, approves and electronically stamps your application, which is returned to you for you to print out on the allocated form. 
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
